Professor Robinson, UT Arlington's Pioneer

The 1969-70 Reveille staff is proud to dedicate this

year's annual to Duncan Robinson, member of the

university's staff for more than 40 years.

He was a member of Sigma Tau Delta, honorary

English fraternity, Sigma Delta Chi, honorary Jour-

nalism fraternity and listed in Who's Who in Ameri-

can College and Universities.

Mr. Robinson received his B.A. degree in English

from North Texas Teacher's College in Denton in

1928. He joined the North Texas Junior Agricultural

College faculty as an instructor in public speaking

and freshman English. He added a laboratory course

using slides for improving the writing skills of stu-

dents needing help in freshman English.

Prof. Robinson received his master's degree from

Southern Methodist University in 1934 and later spent

summer sessions at the University of Colorado and

UT Austin working toward a doctorate. He was ap-

pointed professor of English at North Texas Agri-

cultural College in 1938. He continued as director

of information for the college as well as faculty ad-

visor for the student newspaper, a position he held

for 20 years. He was named chairman of the English

Department in 1954 after the death of W. A. Ransom.
Prof. Robinson has contributed much to the UT

Arlington curriculum. He developed the first "Survey

of English Literature" course in 1932, added a "South-

western Literature" junior level course, and a "Mark
Twain" senior level course in 1959. Mr. Robinson is

the author of several articles on Southwestern his-

tory and personalities. His book, Texas Three Legged
Willie, published by the Texas Historical Association

in 1948, added to the prestige of a growing school.

Professor Robinson is always willing to listen to a student's problems.

Mr. Robinson was one of three from UTA to be

nominated for the Piper Professor Award this year.

Although his 16 years able service to the univer-

sity as department chairman of English will terminate

at the end of the current summer session, his great-

est contribution has come in the classroom. Mr. Rob-

inson's wit, understanding, knowledge of the mean-

ing of literature and consistent interest in the indi-

vidual are the characteristics he has imprinted upon

the lives of thousands of students. It is as an edu-

cator of young men and women that he has made his

mark at UT Arlington.

In the spring of 1895, Edward Em-

mett Rankin, the "Father of Arlington

College," suggested that the citizens

of the community of Arlington open

a private college in the town; he pro-

posed the names of Lee M. Hammond
and William M. Trimble for co-prin-

cipals. Later that year, on one block

of land donated by the Ditto and Col-

lins Land Company, the one-building

school opened its doors.

At opening, the college had a fac-

ulty of six and from 75 to 100 students.

The curriculum covered elementary

through high school grades, with

courses in mathematics, grammar,

Latin, and the natural sciences. In

1901, due to lack of funds, Arlington

College ceased to operate in full scale.

In 1906 the Arlington College Corporation

deeded the property to a board of trustees,

who agreed to turn it over to any school which

operated in the building for four years. Carlisle

Military Academy met this requirement and

on June 2 took over with Dr. James M. Car-

lisle as superintendent.

As Carlisle Military Academy, the campus

was enlarged to four city blocks (ten acres),

containing an administration building and

three barracks for cadets. The curriculum cov-

ered two preparatory years and four academic

years. The faculty of eight taught courses in

mathematics, history, science, business, Latin,

grammar, and military science and tactics.

The cadets became familiar with military

discipline, which aimed at producing well-

developed citizens. The Academy closed in

1913 for lack of funds.

The Arlington citizens board, deter-

mined to have a college in their town,
leased the property to Dr. H. K. Taylor
in 1913. He became the president of

Arlington Training School with his

sons-in-law as principals.

The faculty of seven taught English,

mathematics, history, science, foreign

languages, and vocational business and
agriculture courses. The classes were
small to allow individual attention to

each pupil and therefore to help mold
his character. Military discipline was
employed at the school.

Girls were admitted to the college and
offered a special program in music. The
school stressed athletics and physical

training for all.

As public high schools became more
numerous, private academies began to

wane. In 1916 the Training School
closed due to insufficient funds. It be-

came Arlington Military Academy un-

der John Dodson's supervision; losing

its high academic rating due to lack of

funds, the Academy closed after one
year of operation.

In 1916 Judge V. W. Grubbs enlisted

the citizens of Arlington in a campaign
for legislation to make Arlington's col-

lege a state vocational school. The cam-
paign successfully ended on March 26,

1917. when Governor James Ferguson
signed the bill creating the two-year
junior college which was to be a part

of the Agricultural and Mechanical Col-

lege of Texas system.

The Grubbs Vocational College prop-

erty consisted of the Carlisle Military

Academy's ten acres in addition to 100

acres contributed by the Texas A&M

system. M. L. Williams was appointed
dean and served in that capacity
throughout the school's operation.

During Grubbs' first year as a state

institution the enrollment was 66, with
a faculty of 14. The school's curricular

emphasis was in the areas of agricul-

ture, mechanical arts and industry-re-

lated fields. By 1923, courses in pre-

engineering, business administration,

vocational carpentry and accounting
had been added. In that year, 240 stu-

dents were enrolled.

In 1923 a bill was passed by the state legislature changing
the school's name from Grubbs Vocational College to the

North Texas Junior Agricultural College (the "Junior"
was later dropped). The reason for the change was given as

the private connotation of the individual's name "Grubbs"
and the limit in function imposed by "vocational."

North Texas Agricultural College was still a two-year
college within the Texas Agricultural and Mechanical Col-

lege system. During the 1924-25 school year, the faculty

numbered 30; in 1934, after an adminisrtative change, the

college had a faculty of 50 and an enrollment of 1023.

From 1934 on, the school offered courses in agriculture,

commercial, domestic and mechanical arts, military science
and vocational education, as well as the usual academic
courses. Two-year courses in agriculture, business admin-
istration, pre-med, pre-law, home economics and various
engineering fields were also offered.

By 1934 the college owned a farm of 100 acres, while
the campus itself consisted of 33 acres.

1949-1967
With the year 1949 came another

name change for the school, as the

largest state-supported junior college

in the Southwest became known as

Arlington State College.

Emphasis in the two-year junior col-

lege was placed on agriculture, home
economics, business and secretarial ad-

ministration,and pre-engineering.

By 1953, the number of departments
had narrowed to five : agriculture, arts

and sciences, business administration,

engineering and fine arts. ROTC came
to the campus in 1956; all agriculture

courses were discontinued in 1958.

In 1959 the school was elevated to

senior college status. At that time the

college became divided into two de-

partmentalized schools, the School of

Arts and Sciences and the School of

Engineering, and two divisions, one in

business administration and the other

a technical institute.

The college embarked in 1964 upon
the largest expansion program in the

history of ASC. The three million dol-

lar program included the construction

of new buildings and parking lots.

December of that year found ASC ac-

credited by the Southern Association

of Colleges and Schools.

E. H. HEREFORD STUDENT CENTER MOVING DAY AT THE LIBRARY
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In December of 1964, students at ASC
learned of a proposed move by Texas A&M
University to incorporate all four schools

within its system into one closely knit "super
university." The proposal included changing
the name of ASC to Texas A&M at Arlington.

Opposition to the plan unified the student

body throughout the year.

Arlington State College's efforts to separate

itself from the Texas A&M University system
reached a successful conclusion on Friday,

April 23, 1965, when Governor John Connally
signed the bill which transferred ASC from
the Texas A&M system to the University of

Texas system.

Arlington's growing baby found its final

name in 1967 when the University of Texas

Regents, with legislative approval, changed
the school's name to the University of Texas

at Arlington. From the first block of land oc-

cupied by 75 students, the college has

sprouted into 270 acres with $38,000,000

worth of facilities; these are filled with 13,000

mostly commuter students instructed by a

faculty of 595.

After 75 years of progress and growth, the

University of Texas at Arlington can take

pride in the heritage which has prepared it

to meet the challenges of the future.

Construction Accident Makes Area Headlines

On December 5 the new University Hall's

second floor collapsed while under construc-

tion, leaving concrete and wood and steel

beams covering 19 workers. Within two hours

all workmen were recovered from the debris

thanks to the swift action of the Arlington

fire department and two cranes. No deaths

resulted from the tragedy which was believed

to have occurred from metal shorings giving

way in the rainy weather. McCann Construc-

tion Company was building the edifice which

will house the social sciences upon comple-

tion. The cost of the damage was undeter-

mined but 810,000 pounds of concrete and
wooden shoring were estimated to have fallen

30 feet in the rainy afternoon mishap.
Construction runs smoothly on the building with no hint of coming disaster.

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Present Texas law dictates that no alco-

holic beverages can be sold or consumed on

state property.

The state regulations would be

observed and the money from the sale would

be used by Student Congress in the interest

of the student body. If passed, the President

of the university would receive the resolution

to act upon it. The campaign was promoted

with root beer served in paper beer cups on

the steps of the student center.

The goal was
short-lived, however, as the Congress itself

soon voted it down.

In the spring of 1895 Edward Emmett Rankin suggested

to Arlington citizens that they begin a college. He fos-

tered our institution when he nurtured that idea. From
his insight in 1895, UT Arlington grew through the years

and the changes in administration to its 75th birthday.

To celebrate the milestone Friday, March 13, Ben
Barnes, Lieutenant Governor of Texas, and the President

of Pomona College in California, David Alexander, made
a ten o'clock address to an audience in Texas Hall. Chan-
cellor Harry Ransom and Dan Williams, a member of the

UT Board of Regents, also spoke. The A Cappella choir

and the symphony band performed for the public affair.

A noon luncheon with retired Texas Electric business-

man J. B. Thomas and Dr. Frank Harrison speaking was
held in the ballroom of the student center for invited

guests. A birthday party, complete with punch and cake,

which the student body and visiting dignitaries attended

climaxed the afternoon. A birthday dance was held that

evening at which Alpha Phi Omega presented trophies

to the winners of the Beauty and the Beast contest held

during the week. SAB was responsible for these campus
entertainments.

Other events included a banquet for the faculty mem-
bers who had worked for the school for 25 years, the

Casino night of gambling fun, and a concert by B. J.

Thomas on Wednesday, March 11. The latter two were

sponsored by SAB.
The theme of the festivities "Past Growth and Future

Hope," which was the basis for all activities, was thor-

oughly observed in the ceremonial speeches and fun

planned for the 75th anniversary of the materialization

of Rankin's dream.
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Rebel Theme Wins in Final Referendum Vote

Eighteen years ago "Rebels'* was intro-

duced as our school theme, but since 1963

it has caused only trouble. A theme is meant

to unite a school and to be a symbol the en-

tire student body can admire. For these rea-

sons, numerous debates and demonstrations

have arisen over the existing motif. Black stu-

dents believe it shows the spirit of adventure

and determination of a man of principles. The

controversy reached fevered heights in Oc-

tober of this year. So throughout the year

both sides have renewed their efforts in de-

bates on the subject and viewpoints for both

were honest and dynamically inspiring.

Therefore, to consider the wishes of the

student body in the emotion-surrounded tur-

moil, a theme election was taken again. A
vote for an alternate theme chose Mavericks

as a popular choice, but when put up against

the existing motif it failed to gain a majority.

This was the final vote on the question be-

cause of a student petition to Student Con-
gress which over 20% of the student body
signed. A former resolution by the Congress
had specified this action in order to achieve

a final decision. This ballot the UT System
has accepted and therefore the Rebel theme
shall remain.

The School of Business Administration was
established in 1965 when it was elevated from

a Division of Business and Economics in the

School of Arts and Sciences. There are three

major degree programs. The first is the Bach-

elor of Business Administration degree, with

a subject area concentration option in Fi-

nance, Management, Marketing or Economics.

in 1959 when The University of Texas at Ar-

lington (then Arlington State College) was
advanced to senior college status. Programs
leading to the bachelor of science degree are

offered in aerospace, civil, electrical, indus-

trial and mechanical engineering. All bach-

elor's degrees in engineering are accredited

by the Engineers' Council for Professional

Development. A two-year program is avail-

able for pre-engineering degrees in chemical,

petroleum and geological engineering. The
Dean of Engineering also has administrative

responsibility for the Technical Institute Divi-

sion which offers two-year terminal engineer-

ing technology programs.

There are graduate programs offered at

UT Arlington in civil, electrical, industrial and

mechanical engineering. There is also a grad-

uate degree in engineering mechanics. The

School of Engineering offers the interested

student a chance to further his education as

far as he may like.

Radio and TV laboratories are under the

direction of the School of Engineering.
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Department Offers In Depth Specialization

The Department of Aerospace and Me-

chanical Engineering, which is accredited un-

der the Engineers' Council, offers a variety

of courses in the two fields.

The various technical aspects of air flight,

such as structures, propulsion, stability and

controls, are explained in aerospace engineer-

ing courses. While a basic background is de-

manded in engineering, specialized courses

are equally required. The department was re-

cently approved by the Board of Regents to

offer a master's degree in the field of aero-

space engineering.

The Department of Civil Engineering is con-

cerned with the development of general en-

gineers who are specialized in a particular

field.

There are numerous forms of civil

engineering, among them structural engineer-

ing, water supply and sanitation engineering,

municipal engineering, hydraulic engineering,

transportation and highway engineering, and

soils and foundation engineering. Because of

the wide variety of engineering fields under

this department, the curriculum is broadly

based to aid all of its students. Specialization

is programmed for the senior year, allowing

the student to declare his particular field.

Through the selec-

tion of technical electives, students can spe-

cialize in certain fields of electrical engineer-

ing such as power systems, electronics, serv-

omechanism and systems analysis. The ma-

jor emphasis on electrical circuits is covered

in lecture and in laboratory classes.

The field is enlarging every day

with the new electrical machines, computers

and home appliances that are being used.

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Department Presents Theories and Research

The Department of Psychology offers over

78 hours of courses in the science that treats

mental phenomena, their classification and

analysis.

Chemistry Explores Structures of Substances

The Department of Chemistry has a four-

year degree program in which over 96 hours

of chemistry are offered. Through laboratory

classes and theory lectures, the various stud-

ies are explored. Introductory courses for

students in non-technical programs introduce

the fundamental concepts. Emphasis in these

courses is in the historical development and

practical applications, while technical intro-

ductions explain the quantitative aspects of

chemistry in basic topics such as the struc-

ture of matter and the changes it undergoes.

A student's test for an acid-base ph neutralization illus-

trates the necessity for precise laboratory techniques.
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Chemistry Investigates Complex Chemical World;

Courses offered by the Department of

Chemistry vary from introductory to indepth

studies. Advanced chemistry courses explain

the intricacies of chemical solutions and their

reactions. Equilibria, thermodynamics, kinet-

ics, electrochemistry, thermochemistry and
nuclear chemistry are explained in physical

chemistry courses. In organic chemistry, the

numerous hydrocarbon structures and their

reactions are introduced. Still further ad-

vancement links these types of chemistry

together in a working natural scheme. The de-

partment offers a Bachelor of Science degree.

Graduate School of Social Work Grows Yearly

UT Arlington's social work program grew
from 26 students and eight faculty members
in the first year of operation to 60 students

and 16 faculty members this year.

Although only 24 students are graduating

this spring, about 100 will be enrolled next

fall with a class of 60 students entering the

school at that time.

The director of the UT Arlington Graduate

School of Social Work is Dr. Fernando G.

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Wilmeth Campaigns for Soviet Institute

Col. James D. Wilmeth is continuing a seven-year cam-
paign to establish an Institute of Soviet Studies at the

University of Texas at Arlington.

Col. Wilmeth, an assistant professor of foreign lan-

guages, served with the American Embassy in Moscow
for several years.

"Since war between the United States and the Soviet

Union is the least likely thing to happen as both sides

seem to have chosen co-existence to no existence at all,

conflict between these two nations is taking place in all

other areas of human activity," says Col. Wilmeth.

"Ideas are the weapons. Language is the means for

delivery. Men buy ideas only by rationalizing in their own
language. Volkswagens are sold here, but the sales pitch

is not in German. To influence a man you must talk his

language.

"The development of Soviet experts is just as im-

portant to this nation as the development of space scien-

tists and engineers.

"The main problem we face in establishing a Soviet

Institute is indifference to the fact that the Soviet chal-

lenge to the United States is one which calls for better

solutions than we have found at present. The way to im-

prove the solution is to understand the problem."

R. B. Boley, assistant professor of the Biology Depart-

ment, is currently involved in a study of the "Microbia 1

Flora of Small Mammals." Professor Boley has previous-

ly worked with intestinal flora and gophers in his bac-

terial ecological research which is sponsored by the Re-

search Corporation of New York and the University of

Texas at Arlington School of Science.

Col. Wilmeth hopes to create an Institute of Soviet Studies

to further knowledge and understanding of the Soviet Union.

Dr. Cogdell Studies Molecular Orbital Theory

Research conducted by Dr. Thomas J. Cogdell and

sponsored by the Robert A. Welch Foundation of Hous-

ton may affect the theory of molecular orbitals.

Dr. Cogdell said he is concentrating on the synthesis

and acetolysis of 3,5-Cycloheptadienylmethyl Fosylate in

his investigation "Orbital Symmetries and Anchemric

Assistance." The research is a study of the reaction rates

of conductivity of the solutions. Gas chromotography is

being used in the study.

Dr. Cogdell had previous experience in this area as

a result of his thesis work. Working with Dr. Cogdell is

Gary Ruggles, senior Welch Undergraduate Fellow.

In a decade when United States foreign relations have

been under increasing criticism, a UT Arlington professor

of history is defending American politics in Latin America

in his study, A Biography of a Canal: The Canal Question

in the Twenty-first Century.

Dr. Gustav Anguizola, continuing four years of re-

search into the subject, has published five previous ar-

ticles on the canal issue, among them "The Negro and

the Building of the Canal" and "The Unratified Treaty of

1926."

Dr. Anguizola comments, "The results so far have

given me a genuine satisfaction that past trends and cur-

rent events have justified our previous research. I hope
that the federal government may some day anticipate

ahead of time problems such as those which have af-

fected the Canal and thus can prevent their happening."

The American Negro community is being studied by

sociologist Joyce Williams, whose research will be the

basis for her doctoral dissertation at St. Louis' Wash-
ington University.

"We are investigating the effects of white suppression.

Negro leadership, and the change and development of

political character in the Black community by studying

specific community issues," says Mrs. Williams.
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Dr Cothburn O'Neal studies a brochure in his research to formulate a contemporary linguistics handbook for today's college students.

Professor Studies Modern Linguistic Methods

A handbook designed to "help students find their way
around in contemporary linguistics publications" is being

prepared by Dr. Cothburn M. O'Neal, professor of Eng-

lish at UT Arlington.

Drawing on some twenty years experience in lin-

guistics research, Dr. O'Neal is correlating several re-

cent approaches to English language study.

Thus far Dr. O'Neal has developed a syntax (a study

of the way words are arranged to form phrases) which

he has used for five years. More recently he has com-

piled a phonology (a study of speech sounds) and a

morphology (a study of the system of word-forming ele-

ments and processes). A previous work, an inductive

grammar of English, will be incorporated into the lin-

guistics handbook.

Among the innovations Dr. O'Neal has devised for

his study is a "Typit," a typewriter with individually

mounted symbols for typing phonetic transcriptions.

Dr. O'Neal has taught at UT Arlington since 1938. He
is noted for his popular as well as his scholarly writings.

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Positrons Used to Study Liquid's Structures

Dr. L. M. Diana is utilizing positrons in his research

entitled "Use of Positrons and Positrons from :illChlorine

to Study Liquid Structure."

Dr. Diana is using high speed electronic equipment

for coincidence detection in this investigation which is

sponsored by the UT Arlington University Organized

Research Fund.

Dr. Diana is an associate professor of physics.

A scholar whose background in Africa and her history

includes three research trips to Africa is investigating

"West Indians and the African Revolution."

Dr. Van Mitchell Smith is examining the West Indian's

role in the emerging nationalism which Africa has ex-

perienced during the last two decades.

"I am still in the material-gathering stage," says Dr

Smith. "I plan to analyze the writings of West Indians.

Hopefully I can come to a deeper understanding of con-

temporary developments in Africa and its relations with

the rest of the world.

Dr. Smith is an associate professor of history, and has

done much to further African studies here.

A social worker is researching social researchers as

part of his study to development national manpower and

educational policies and procedures for his profession.

Dr. Peter G. Gaupp, an associate professor of the

Graduate School of Social Work, is continuing his an-

alysis of the job behavior and occupational requirements

in his study "The Social Work Researcher (Part III)."

During 1963-68 he conducted a nationwide manpower
study of social work researchers.

"We have obtained detailed information on almost

1,000 researchers. We will cross-tabulate and conduct

multi-variate analysis on this information," said Dr.

Gaupp.

"Thus far we have developed the first nationwide de-

scription of role requirements, supports and constraints

on research practice. We have identified the researchers

as the elite of social work.'

Dr. John McCall is preparing his second book on the

history of the massive Sante Fe Railway.

Dr. McCall, an assistant professor of economics, was
co-author and associate editor of Iron Horses of the

Santa Fe Trail, a 600-page account of the development

of the Santa Fe's locomotives which was published in

1965. The work now in preparation will be titled The

Chief Way.

"We are tracing the railroad's 100-year history as a

passenger carrier, along with the story of the Fred Har-

vey resorts, hotels and dining facilities which were estab-

lished for the comfort of the railroad's patrons,'' said

Dr. McCall.

"We have completed the outline, assembled most of

our data and have collected several early photographs,

many of which have never been published. Now we must
begin the writing."

Dr. L. M. Diana, associate professor of physics, is investigating

positrons and their influence on liquid structures of '"Chlorine.
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Dr. Edwin J. Louis and Dr. R. V. Tsina

are post-doctoral fellows in chemistry.

Post-Doctoral Fellows Conduct Researches

Dr. Edwin J. Louis, an assistant professor of chemistry,

is researching "Mossbauer Spectroscopy of Alkali Metal

Tetrachloroferrates (III)" with Dr. Peter Giradot, dean of

the School of Science. The three-year project is spon-

sored by the Welch Foundation.

Their research is a continuation of Mossbauer Spec-

troscopy work which was begun in 1967 by Dr. Milan

Schara of the Nuclear Institute in Ljubljana, Yugoslavia.

The behavior of gold in compounds is the subject of

study for Dr. Richard V. Tsina and Dr. Donald R. Martin,

chairman of the Department of Chemistry. Their research

is sponsored by the United States Air Force Office of

Scientific Research and the UT Arlington Organized

Research Fund.

These men are investigating the development of gold

compounds which will be stable in water and good elec-

trolytes for gold plating, and which do not expose the

person doing the plating to possible cyanide poisoning.

Power systems research is being conducted by Dr.

Junichi Toyoda, associate professor of electrical engi-

neering at Tokyo's Seikei University, and Dr. Mo-Shing

Chen, under the sponsorship of the City Public Service

Board of San Antonio and the Texas Power and Light

Company. Dr. Chen is the director of UT Arlington's

Power Systems Research Center.

Dr. Toyoda's research involves on-line, real-time com-

puter control of power systems. The results of the re-

search may allow power companies to avoid cascade

shutdowns of their systems. Dr. Toyoda has a broad

background in power systems engineering, having made
the basic research on an optimal forecasting operation

of system loads in a bulky power system.
