The school year of 1961-62 began with world situations in a precarious, depressing position. The draft call 
for young men reached a point higher than it had been since the end of the Second World War. Russia’s Premier 
Khrushchev was making more and more demands on the Western world. The demands quite conceivably could lead 
to a third big war. The untimely death of Dag Hammarskjold threw the United Nations into a turmoil which 
was not easily resolved.

Boon Selected 
as Dedicatee 
of ’62 Reveille

Professor John D. Boon, head of the geology de­

partment, has taught here for nineteen years. Mr. Boon 

is listed in Who’s Who and American Men of 

Science, and he is a member of the Geological Society 

of America, as well as other local and national geolog­

ical organizations.

Mr. Boon did his first teaching as a student lab­

oratory instructor at S.M.U., where he received his B.S. 

degree in geology. He did graduate work through a 

teaching fellowship at Harvard and through an in­

structorship at the University of Texas.

In 1942 Professor Boon came to teach at Arling­

ton State. He became acting head of the physics de­

partment and organized a teaching staff and classes to 

meet the wartime training of Navy and Marine units.

Five years later Professor Boon was appointed head 

of the geology department. Mr. Boon prefers teaching 

freshman courses to advanced ones, because he realizes 

the importance of the orientation of new students at 

the beginning of their college careers.

The professor of geology, like most other ASC 

teachers, has been active in college affairs. Mr. Boon has 

been on the college Athletic Council for seventeen 

years. He has helped in degree planning for his de­

partment and has served on the committee planning 

the new science building for physics, chemistry, and 

geology.
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CITY HALL
Three years of planning and construction went into the new city hall of Arlington. The $500,000 structure houses all the of­
fices of the city government except the fire and police departments. A population increase of 510 per cent in the space of 11 
years prompted the construction of the new city hall. The new building with its modern, functional appearance symbolizes 
the rapid progress of the city.

THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS
TEXAS A & M COLLEGE SYSTEiM

In 1876, the terms of a federal land grant opened the 
doors to the Agricultural and Mechanical College of 
Texas, and for the first time, six students were enrolled. 
Needless to say, the A&M system has grown consider­

ably in the last 86 years. Supervising this growth is the 
Board of Directors, composed of nine members. The 
Board is appointed by the governor, with the consent 
of the Senate, for six year terms.

He came to ASC in 1957, as Dean 
of the College, from Texas A&M where he had 
taught in the mechanical engineering department. 
Under his guidance, ASC has become the fifth larg­
est state-supported college in Texas. His untiring 
devotion to the College has provided incentive for 
faculty members and students.

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SAMUEL T. KEIM
Dr. Samuel T. Keim came to ASC from 
the University of Kansas in I960 to be­
come dean of the School of Arts and 
Sciences. As the title implies, Dean Keim 
is in charge of planning curriculum, choos­
ing the faculty and administering the pro­
grams of the Arts and Sciences department. 
It is also, in part Dean Keim’s responsibility 
that ASC becomes a fully accredited in­
stitution.

The college offers a B.S. degree in math­
ematics, physics, chemistry, geology, and 
biology. The B.A. degrees offered are in 
English, economics, foreign languages, 
history and psychology. Students may earn 
the B.B.A. degree in business adminis­
tration.

WENDELL H.
NEDDERMAN

Dean Wendell H. Nedderman came to 
ASC from Texas A&M as dean of the 
School of Engineering. Dean Nedderman’s 
principal duties entail planning and di­
recting the activities and curriculums for 
the various departments in the School of 
Engineering. Dean Nedderman took 
his doctorate in structural engineering at 
Iowa State University.

The School of Engineering has a four- 
year program leading to the B.S. degree 
in aeronautical, civil, electrical, indus­
trial and mechanical engineering, as well 
as the Associate Science diploma in aer­
onautical, civil, electrical, and mechanical 
technology. A two-year program is offered 
in architecture, petroleum engineering, and 
chemical engineering.
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ALLEN J. HERNDON
Dr. Allen J. Herndon is pres­
ently serving as assistant to the dean 
of the School of Arts and Sciences. 
Dr. Herndon came to ASC in 1956 as 
head of the education and psychology 
department. In addition to serving 
in the capacity of assistant dean, Dr.
Herndon teaches in the psychology 
department, which for the first time 
this year is able to grant a B.A. degree.

CHARLES H.
CONNALLY

Charles H. Connally, serving as assist­
ant to the dean of engineering, con­
siders himself primarily a counselor. 
He interviews, counsels, and eval­
uates scores on the aptitude tests 
given by the department. Another 
of his functions is that of super­
vising the co-op program between 
the department and the local man­
ufacturers.

G. ELTON SMITH
Professor G. Elton Smith is assist­
ant to the dean of engineering. Pro­
fessor Smith supervises space utili­
zation in the school of engineering. 
He also teaches in the engineering 
department. The professor came to 
ASC in 1946 after teaching at Okla­
homa State University for six years.

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Administration
As ASC has grown, the need for ex­
pansion has made itself felt in all 
departments of the college. Until 
this year, the offices of the Dean of 
Men and Dean of Women, and the 
Placement Office were in the Admin­
istration building. This year the of­
ficers were moved to the Student 
Center and the entire lower floor 
of the Administration building is 
now the domain of the registrar’s 
and the business offices.

Library

Preston Hall
Preston Hall accommodates the so­
cial science and physics departments. 
Class rooms, lecture halls, and lab­
oratories are filled almost to ca­
pacity each day by the increasing num­
ber of students who have made ASC 
the fifth largest state-supported col-- 
lege in the state of Texas.
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Science Hall
The Science building has served well 
the students who have anxiously 
sought after the secrets of the pro­
tozoa, amoeba and related families.

MILITARY VIGOR REMAINS
The Arlington State ROTC department has remained one of the mainstays of instructional courses of­

fered, despite four changes in the emphasis of the College.
In 1896, Dr. James McCoy Carlisle founded the Carlisle Military Academy in Arlington, Texas. Some 

years later, the name was changed to Grubbs Vocational School, but the military features of the school were re­
tained.

Still later, the name was changed once again to the North Texas Agricultural College, but military courses 
were compulsory until 1954. The name of the College was changed once again in 1954, when it became Arling­
ton State College.

With military training no longer compulsory, the department lost approximately 200 per cent of its en­
rollment. The enrollment has risen considerably over the past few years, and now there are over 600 men 
enrolled in the ROTC classes.

In May, 1962, twenty-six cadets are scheduled to be commissioned as officers in the United States Army. 
Of this total, 13 cadets may be commissioned as regular Army officers, while the remaining 13 cadets will be 
commissioned as reserve officers.

Plans for expansion and beautification of the ASC campus 
were in full swing as spring approached. Removal of most of 
the trees located on Second Street between Cooper and West 
Streets was the first phase for remodeling the landscape. More 
than forty new trees were planted in a more orderly fashion. 
The aim in the landscaping program is to transform Second 
Street from Cooper to West into a shaded mall.

The 125-foot smoke stack on the corner of Third and West 
Streets was torn down in March. The 45-year-old landmark was 
removed to make way for progress and expansion. A new heat­
ing and cooling plant is to be built on the site. The new plant 
will house equipment to be used to heat and cool all new build­
ings on campus.

The smoke stack was originally built to provide a natural 
draft for the gas-fed boilers at ASC. The old system was not 
compatible with the expansion program.



The new activities gymnasium nears completion as the spring semester 
progresses. The building will be used for physical education classes and 
student sports activities such as swimming matches. Municipal basket­
ball games will not be played in the new gymnasium, however.

Groundwork is begun for the new science 
building which is scheduled for completion in 
September, 1963. Lecture amphitheaters, lab­
oratories, and the office of the Dean of Arts 
and Sciences will be housed in the new build­
ing.

The football field is being excavated six feet. The dirt taken away will be used as support for new con­
crete grandstands on the east side of the field. The old stands were moved to the west side. Seating 
capacity will go from 5,200 to nearly 10,000.

Way down yonder in the land of cotton there is one 
old team that won’t be forgotten, at least not by Arlington 
State’s 1961 football folks.

When the Rebels went to Hattiesburg to open their 
third senior college season, Mississippi Southern was un­
friendly enough to out score them 30-7. Down in the land 
of mint juleps and corn pone, Rebels are usually welcomed 
with open cider barrels. But not this time, no suh.

The Southerners were led by quarterback Don Fuell, 
a man with a high octane rating. He kept handing the 
ball to Wendell Campbell or John Sklopan.

Other times he took long hikes around the ASC flanks, 
56 yards in eight roll-outs. When he wasn’t doing that 
foolishness, he or one of the other two Southern passers 
was throwing the ball to some smart aleck halfback or end 
like Mike Olander. They were successful 14 of 25 times 
for 261 yards.

The Southerners were pretty methodical about the 
whole thing. They scored in every quarter. Campbell was 
the first Southerner to pitch his tent in the ASC end zone. 
(This is sportsese for ’'he scored the first touchdown.”) 
The score came at the end of a 59-yard march. Fuell kicked 
the first of his three extra points.

In the second quarter, Sklopan kept knocking over 
people-mostly Rebels-until he had advanced the ball 
within one yard on the Reb end zone. 'Til take over from 
here boy,” Fuell said. And so saying, he took one giant 
step across the goal line.

At this point Arlington, pushed by a midget quarter­
back named Allen Anz, went 66 yards in 13 plays for a 
touchdown. Jessie McGuire went over from three yards 
out. Charlie Key kicked the extra point and everyone went 
to the dressing room for half time.

If the Southerners were unfriendly before the inter­
mission, they certainly were afterward. Sklopan went six 
yards to score, Jerrel Wilson kicked a 34-yard field goal and 
freshman quarterback Billy Coleman intercepted Amos 
North s pass and ran 76 yards for a touchdown. Mean­
while, up in the stands, two of the 8,000 watchers were 
having one blank of a fight. From the press box all you 
could see was flying arms. But from that, the action seem­
ed most spirited. It went on for ten minutes or so, since 
the crowd was in no hurry to let lawmen through to break­
up the fight.

For ASC it was a long trip.
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ASG MAKES CHANGES
TO TRIP USE 26-0

There were some changes made after Arlington 
State returned home from its 7-30 loss to Mississippi 
Southern,

Allen Anz, who had directed the Rebs’ lone touch­
down at Hattiesburg, was moved to the first unit. Bruce 
Couch and Ralph Shelton began to operate as defensive 
ends on both the first and second teams while Roger 
Jones and Wayne Crowley played only offense.

The move was made after Southern ball carriers, 
especially Don Fuell, made considerable yardage on 
the ASC flanks. With the University of Southwestern 
Louisiana in town, ASC had a chance to test the new 
arrangement. And everything checked out 100 per cent 
as the Rebels won 26-0.

On the first play from scrimmage, Charlie Key 
charged up the Bulldog’s middle for 23 yards. Anz 
stepped a yard into the end zone 13 plays later. Then 
Doug Wilson brought the second unit in and added 
seven more points in ten plays.

Key was the leading ground gainer as he picked up 
71 yards on 11 rushes.

Arlington State scored another touchdown. They did this often 
on the way to a 7-3 season.

And Ronnie Redd 
punted from his own 25 yard line.

Rebel halfback John Neiderauer waited on his 25, but 
he dropped the ball. However he recovered quickly and 
headed for the right sideline.

John made four yards before being tackled out of 
bounds. As Neiderauer started to get up, a rather large 
and more than somewhat angry Stephen F. arrived to 
secure the tackle.

John came up swinging, and both benches emptied 
quickly.

However John’^ choice of a place to go out of bounds 
was far from good.

Richard Staton threw a touchdown pass to Roger Jones and 
Coach Judd Ramsey wondered about how they were biting out 
on the lake.

It was homecoming for ASC.

The old grads were there. Included among them were six 
members of the 21 Grubbs Hornets who tied Tarleton for the 
state junior college championship.
